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Multi-Stakeholder Consultation on Provincial SDG Progress

1. Background and Rationale

Thailand has been championing the Sustainable Development Goals (SDGs) since 2015 by aligning its devel-
opment plans and by mobilizing many stakeholders for the achievement of the Agenda 2030, In 2019, the
National Sustainable Development Committee has highlighted the need to strengthen the localization of
the SDGs at sub-national level, leading to a stronger collaboration between the National Economic and

Social Development Council (NESDC) and the Ministry of Interior (MOI).

Over the past several years, Thailand has made significant progress in implementing policies and projects
cantributing to the achievement of the SDGs across many sectars, These efforts have been crucial in ad-
dressing societal, economic, and environmental challenges. However, as Thailand approaches the 7-year
mark for achieving SDGs, there is a growing need to accelerate development especially at local level and

strategic adjustments are needed to address specific challenges.

The United Nations Development Programme (UNDP) has started the implementation of a project aimed at
supporting the SDG Locatization in Thailand with support from the European Union. The project aims to
strengthen local implementation by fostering awareness and enhancing sub-national capabilities. It aspires
to enable Thailand to expedite SDG implementation at the local level through collaboration with various

government and non-government entities.

At national level, the project focuses on enhancing capabilities, promoting SDG-oriented discussions, tracking
policy outcomes, and securing funds for sustainable development. The project emphasizes gender consid-
erations in all its activities. At local level, the UNDP project involves collaboration with 15 pilot provinces
and will deliver 15 provincial Sustainable Development Goals Profile. These profiles will benchmark the
progress of provincial strategic initiatives against the SDGs. In addition, public opinion will be collected
through an online survey, addressing various developmental issues within the framework of the SDGs to

inform decision-making based on the aspirations and expectations of the population.

Throughout the project’s timeline, the UNDP is collaborating with these 15 pilot provinces to compile data
to monitor the SDGs. This includes the analysis of strategic progress and operational activities at the provin-
cial level. The upcoming Multi-Stakeholder Consultations on Provincial SDG Progress is pivotal for receiving

feedback and analyzing the survey results from all relevant sectors. The consultations serve as a platform
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to assess the impact of development plans at the provincial level, aligning them with local needs, and

enhancing capabilities and awareness at both the local and national levels.

2. Objective

© To analyze and evaluate the progress of SDG implementation in 15 pilot provinces, including
Bangkok, Chiang Rai, Chiang Mai, Mae Hong Son, Tak, Udon Thani, Nakhon Ratchasima, Ubon
Ratchathani, Phetchaburi, Surat Thani, Phuket, Songkhla, Pattani, Yala, and Narathiwat.

Emphasizing a "whole-of-
society approach,” the outcomes will contribute to framing monitoring and evaluation frameworks and in-

creasing awareness of sustainable development concepts at both local and national levels.
